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                    Donna Watson, AWS, NWS, NWWS 
 
Donna Watson, from Camano Island, Washington, has been a painter for 25 years 
and will be the Juror for our 36th Annual FWS Exhibition this September 2007.  She 
will also teach a four-day workshop at the Hilton Daytona Beach Oceanfront Resort 
from September 24th through September 27th.    She is an experienced instructor 
teaching all over the United States and Canada.  Cost for members is $295 and $330 
for non-members. Class size is limited to 20 artists.   
 
Creative Expression: This workshop is for all types of painters --- whether they 
paint representational or abstract or non-objective. It is for all types of aqueous medi-
ums --- watercolor, acrylic, gesso, gouache or mixed media. The emphasis is on 
searching for personal content, design elements and principles, and composition. 
Participants will explore personal aspects of their paintings, and work on their own 
personal design elements and principles. They will have the option to explore the use 
of collage. Collage can add a new and exciting dimension to their paintings by adding 
textures, symbols and imagery. There will be slide shows, exercises, personal and 
group critiques, and discussions. Hopefully, by the end of the workshop, the artist 
will leave with new thoughts, new ideas and a new direction. 
 
Donna has received awards from AWS, NWS and NWWS, San Diego Watercolor 

Society and Texas Watercolor Society.  Watercolor Magazine awarded Donna 1st Place in the 2006 competition in the experimental category, and 
she was included in the 2005 American Watercolor Society travel show.  Donna graduated from Western Washington University with a BA, MBA

Dale Laitinen, NWS, Watercolor West 
 
Dale is our second workshop instructor.  He will also teach a four day workshop at the Hil-
ton Daytona Beach Oceanfront Resort September 24th through September 27th.  Class size is 
limited to 20 artists.  Cost for members is $295 and $330 for non-members. 
 
Designing Powerful Landscapes: will include demos, lectures, critiques, and individual 
instruction in conceiving, designing and executing a watercolor that has not only strong 
underlying abstract principles but also includes a high degree of representation. Part of 
the instruction includes  learning to paint shape rather than objects.  Discussions include 
observation into how various parts work together to create the whole painting. Also demon-
strations include the fundamentals of color layering and washes. Emphasis will be placed 
on the importance of drawing to the creative process.  The goal  is for the artist to come 
away knowing that strong painting isn't about finding a magic brush, cool tube of color, 
or special tricky technique, but being able to marry strong fundamental design and painting 
skills with our heartfelt observation about our visible world to connect with others in a      
tangible way.  As we paint we remember watercolor is not the message, its our instrument  
to deliver content. 
 
Dale came to professional painting and teaching through a circuitous route. After earning a 
BA in Fine Art from San Jose State University in 1975 he spent eight years as a long   
haul trucker, finally beginning his professional painting career in 1985. Dale Laitinen from 
Mountain Ranch California, is best known for his watercolor paintings of the mountains and 
deserts of the United States.    He has been featured in The Artist’s Magazine and Water-
color Magic and his paintings have been featured in Splash 1, 3, & 4 published by North 
Light Books and the Transparent Watercolor Wheel.  He travels widely to teach workshops, 
exhibit, and serve as a juror.

Our country is divided into voting districts which, if they so chose, are 
invited to participate in an Annual Art Competition for high school stu-
dents. The grand winner from each District is invited to have their work 
hang in Washington, D.C. in the tunnel between the House and the Sen-
ate. This is a heavily traveled area and the work is viewed many times by 
many people walking from the Senate to the House. For four years we 
have been supporting District 11 (Tampa Bay) and two years ago we 
added District 9 (Pinellas District). It is hoped as we will eventually have 
a string of Districts receiving our support. This is an important decision 
for many reasons. 1- it shows our “giving back qualities”, necessary 
when applying for grants 2- it encourages the use of water media in the 
schools 3- gives recognition and financial support not only to the stu-
dent, but it also allows for a small amount of funding for supplies for the 
classroom while recognizing the teachers participation in this effort to 
support the arts.  
This years First Place FWS Winners were: District 9 (Tampa Bay)-Sarah 
Paquin, Bloomingdale High School; District 11 (Pinellas)-Stephanie 
Richoll, Sickle High School. This year the District 11 piece will be hang-
ing in Florida House, on exhibit for one year, showcasing the efforts of 
the Florida Watercolor Society! Added to the list this year is our current 
President’s district, District 24, which includes the Greater Daytona 
Beach area. The District 24 winner was Danielle Landress, 10th grade, 
Space Coast High School. There were more than 150 high school stu-
dents from 8 schools in Orange, Seminole, Brevard and Volusia counties 
who submitted artwork for this year's contest. It is our goal to continue 
adding congressional districts throughout the state as our convention 
rotates among major cities in Florida.
